Course Description: Students will explore the history of fashion with emphasis on historical fashion trends.  Principles of fashion design, fashion designer research, fabric and clothing care, basic hand and machine sewing skills, grooming, and appearances are topics that will be covered.  This course offers the student career exploration and college preparation for further studies in design.
Course objectives:

Analyze career paths within textile, apparel, and design industries.


Demonstrate fashion apparel design skills

Demonstrate skills needed to produce, alter, or repair fashion, apparel, and textile products. 


Evaluate the purposes and uses for the clothing we wear
Expectations: Each student will be expected to read a variety of materials and Internet sources.. In addition, notes will be available.  Tests will be multiple choice, essay, or short answer.  You will be encouraged to be fluent yet concise and articulate in your written work.  Students will also be expected to verbally participate in class. As a teacher, I hope this class will be a fun and challenging learning experience. Plan on being in class a little earlier than when the bell rings.   You will want to get started quickly on what we are doing each day.  I expect 100% from you when all class block.

Classroom policy:
